Current Microsoft Operating systems (Windows XP and newer) no longer support the NETDDE protocol. Hence, InTouch is
no longer able to connect directly to Excel running on a remote PC using the NETDDE protocol.

Installation Procedure

1. Install Microsoft Excel (Computer A)

2. Install FSGateway on the same computer as Excel (Computer A). FSGateway is available on your Wonderware
Device Integration Products CD (2 of 2). Otherwise, it may be downloaded from the Wonderware Tech Support
Website under the Device Integration Data Access Servers section.

3. Install the Wonderware WW(Client Utility (Computer B ,the same PC as InTouch will be installed on). The
WW(Client utility is available on any Device Integration Products CD in the WW/Diagnostic Utilitiegolder. The
executable file may be self extracted to your Desktop. It is also available on the Wonderware Technical Support
Website under Utilities in the Software downloads section.

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4. Save the configuration by selecting the disk icon in the top right corner and then go back to
ArchestrAFSGateway. and right mouse click.

1. In WWClient, select the Connections tab and then Create
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2. Configure the Access Name as shown below. The IOT selection in the Connection Type section represents
SuiteLink. Then select the Create button. It is important to get a non-zero connection number (i.e. 0x00902470). If
this is all zeros, recheck the spelling of the Application Name and the Topic and also make sure that the Excel file is

running.
